We expect stronger global growth, coming in particular from emerging markets. Nonetheless, for the UK economy, 
some downside risks could materialise, as a result of higher inflation and low wage growth reducing households’ real 
earnings. This may restrict consumer spending which, when combined with a potentially more challenging macro 
environment, adds a degree of caution to our outlook. However, with the UK labour market remaining strong and low 
unemployment, a predicted fall in 2018 inflation and nominal wage growth, could result in improved real earnings. 

 Banking NIM is expected to be lower than in 2017, as a result of ongoing competition in new mortgage pricing and 
SVR attrition. The decline in the SVR balance is expected to be slightly lower than the net £5.5bn reduction in 2017.  

 Our gross mortgage lending is expected to be in line with the market, with continued focus on customer service 
and retention while delivering operational and digital excellence. 

 We expect our lending to UK companies to be broadly consistent with overall corporate borrowing growth. 
Our lending growth to trading business customers will remain strong, partially offset by modest growth in CRE 
exposures. This will result in slower overall growth than in recent years. 

 Cost management will remain a key focus, while we look to comply with the demanding regulatory agenda and 
inflationary pressures.  We will continue to invest in strategic projects, including global group initiatives, which over 
time will further improve our customer experience and operational efficiency. 

 We will continue to purposefully control growth in line with our proactive risk management policies and low risk 
appetite. These actions will help deliver sustainable results while supporting our customers in an uncertain 
environment.
